


Our Infant program offers a warm, friendly, and nurturing environment.  We provide each child the opportunity to do tummy time or floor play.  We help our infants to achieve new milestones in their development by providing developmentally appropriate materials. The teacher’s provide time to read to the children and sing songs.  The older infants are exposed to art projects.


Each child’s individual needs and routines such as napping and feeding are met.  Daily logs are sent home for every child.  This allows parents an insight into their child’s day.  

To help parents and children transition to our center we ask that you schedule time before enrollment to come in and meet with the teachers.  This allows you to get to know each other.  It also allows your child to get to know their caregiver.  This will put both parents and child more at ease when dropping off for the first time.  We encourage parents to call and talk with the children when ever they feel the need to.  We always have an open door policy and parents are welcome to stop in.
