


Our Pre-K program prepares the children for Kindergarten.  This program is for children who will be attending kindergarten the following year.  The children will learn to not only recognize their first name, last name, and the remaining letters of the alphabet but they will learn to write them.  They will begin number recognition and towards the end of the school year will work on simple math concepts.  The children will learn to express their emotions with words and resolve conflicts on their own.   

The classroom is set up into different learning centers:  writing center, library, computer, dramatic play, and block area.  The children are encouraged to move throughout the center during the course of the day.  Each center is designed to foster new skills for the children.  Different materials are added into each center to enhance the theme that they are working on.  The children are encouraged to work together and individually in each of the centers.  

Throughout the course of the day the teacher works independently with each child to assess their progress.  At the end of the school year (May) the teacher will hold parent teacher conferences with parents to discuss their child’s progress.
