


Our Toddler Program provides an atmosphere for children to explore the classroom.  The toddler program introduces a more routine day since toddlers learn best through repetition.  The children will be introduced to circle time.  At circle time the children will participate as a group.  They will learn new songs and finger plays.  They will learn to greet each other with a welcome song.  The teachers begin introducing the calendar to the children and it is also a great time for story sharing.   Each day the children will do an arts and crafts project based on the theme for that week.  The children will also have the opportunity to play outside daily.  


The toddler classroom introduces more social skills to the toddlers with family style eating.  At each meal the children sit together at one table .  This allows for opportunities to talk to each other.  The teachers serve as a role model asking open ended questions to help foster communication between the children.   At free play the children are encouraged to work together.  The teacher’s encourage the children to build together with blocks or cook together in the kitchen area.  


Each toddler classroom has a parent information area where you will find the weekly lesson plans and the daily schedule.  The teacher’s will fill out a daily log for each child so you will have insight into your child’s day.
